Kenneth is an alumnus of the African-American Leadership Academy, Project Diversity, Leader-
ship Westerville, and each of Westerville's Citizen Academies (Police, Fire, and Citizen).

Kenneth is a Project Management Professional (PMP) through the Project Management Insti-
tute, Inc. (PMI). He earned a Master of Project Management degree with distinction from the
Keller Graduate School of Management and a Bachelor of Arts degree, Cum Laude, in Journal-
ism/Public Relations from Howard University. A native of Washington, DC, Kenneth and his fam-
ily have lived in Westerville since 2005.

U.S. Earth Day — April 22

U.S. Senator Gaylord Nelson, the
“Father of Earth Day", initiated and
promoted eco-friendly environmental
actions and activities beginning in
1962. He convinced then President
John F. Kennedy to tour the nation in support of envi-
ronmental concerns. This initial effort did not spark
national concern at a political level to effect change.

But Senator Nelson continued his pursuit of in-
creased environmental concern and action. He pro-
posed a National Earth Day in 1970. It was to be the
first nationwide environmental protest “to shake up
the political establishment and force this issue onto
the national agenda”. On April 22, 1970, the timing
was right and the first Earth Day protest received
astounding support.

On that first Earth Day, an estimated 20 million
Americans took to the street in support of the envi-
ronment and in protest of harmful environmental
practices. Never mind that “protests” were in vogue
at the time. This effort produced a lasting impact on
the environment and brought about greater aware-
ness that our planet had limited resources and that
our ecosystem was self-contained and finite. The
things we are putting in the air, water, and earth
were impacting us.

How to Celebrate U.S. Earth Day

Therefore, it is imperative that we protect its health
and the planet's resources in any and every way that
we can.
